
Hawk House Stringer 

 

• Wired for 110/208v 3 phase the HAWK HOUSE is designed to provide all 3 phases at one location.  This 

allows you to supply higher power demand than would be possible with a standard Booth String.  

• The HAWK HOUSE is a two-sided outlet box.  Each side accommodates 3 duplex receptacles.   Can be 

wired as end of line or feed-thru and a blank cover is available for one side to allow a lower profile. 

• Phase matched colored receptacles are used to help prevent overloading of any single phase.  

• Our custom Booth Stringers provide years of safe, dependable service.  Many are still in service after 25 

years of continuous use, with little or no maintenance.

HHS-X-AAFT-Y-BBFT-G 

 

Where HHS indicates a stage stringer (as shown above) 
  

H indicates if the plug is a 20 amp or 30 amp twist lock (2 = 20 amp 120/208, 30 = 30 amp 120/208) 
 

AAFT indicates the length of cable between plug and the outlet box (10FT = 10 feet, the most common 

length) 
 

Y indicates if the stringer is dead ended or has a plug at the female far end. (D = dead end, P = female plug at 

far end) 
 

CCFT indicates the length of cable between the last outlet box and the female plug. 
 

G indicates if the outlets are to be GFI (no symbol = regular edison outlets, G = GFI outlets 
  

The cable size will be chosen by the JCSI pros based on the length of the stringer.  
 

Here is an example:   HHS-3-20FT-P-20FT 

 

This is a hawk house stringer with a 20 amp 110/220 volt twist lock plug, with twenty feet between the plug 

and the outlet box, equipped with a female plug at the far end located twenty feet from the last outlet box.
